MAIN FACTS RE GREAT WAR 
Amo ng t he indi vid ua l leaders, as ide from Foc h, whose 

names sta nd out most p romine nt ly , are Marsha l J off re, who 
saved France in her da rkest days of th e sum mer of 1914; Fi eld­
M arsha l H a ig, th e B riti sh comma nder ; Ge nera l P eta in, at t he 
head of the F re nch fo rces; G enera l Diaz, who on th e I ta li a n front 
beat bac k last s ummer' s g reat Austria n offe nsive a nd later to re 
th e Au st ria n arm ies to pieces in a few weeks; Ge nera l Pershing 
a nd Genera l C urri e of Canada . 

It was late in Jun e, 1914, t hat th e world wa s s tirred by the 
murder in Saraj evo, Bosnia, of Archdu ke Francis Ferdin a nd , t he 
A ustria n heir-apparent, a nd his wife. Austria, backed by Ger­
ma ny, acc used Serbia of in st igat ion of t he c rime, a nd made de­
mand s which Serbia acce pted in par t. Austri a would not agree 
to arbi t rate the demands not accepted b y Serb ia , a nd th e fo re ign 
offices in London, P ari s a nd Petrogra d fa iled to s werve A ustri a 
from her co urse. . 

Austria- Hunga ry bega n host ili ties on Jul y 27, 1.914 by 
attacki ng Serbia, a nd wit hin a wee k Germ a ny had jo in ed h er, 
while Fra nce, Br itain a nd Ru ssia had t hrown t heir forces aga in st 
Germa ny a nd Austria. As t he war went on the number of na­
t ions in vol ved in creased un t il t he can A ict beca me the g·rea test 
in the hi story of t he world. Declarin g war o n Fra nce , Ge r­
ma ny on August 1, H114, t hrew her a rmies toward Fra nce by 
way of l3elgium . Fight ing for t he mai nte na nce of their ne ut­
rali tr, t he Belg ia ns checked the onco min g hord e f? r a t ime, ~ut 
wlthll1 two months t he Prussian a rmies were wit hll1 a few mtles 
of Paris, from whic h t he French Governm ent had Aed. 

One of t he vital mo ments of the wa r had a rri ved. In a 
bat tl e of dra mat ic cha nges th e ene my hordes were t hrown back 
t o north of the Marn e. 

Turkey soon entered t he war on She s ide of Ger ma ny, and 
I ta ly join ed th e Allies. Bulgaria ca me in with Germa ny , and 
Serbia a nd Monte negro were overrun . 

On April G, 1917, t he U ni ted States, un able to fo rce Ger­
ma ny by peace ful means to co nduct her ru t hless subma rin e 
warfare in keep in g with internationa l la w, t hn:w her forces into 
th e str uggle. 

At t hat time t he Im peria l Gover nment of Russia had been 
overthrown, a nd a provision a I de1110cra t ic govern men t i nst itut­
cd. [n I ta ly t he a rm ies of King Victor I 111ma n uel were dri v i ng 
bac k t he A ust ria ns in th e Trentino a nd on th e I so nzo. In Fra nce, 
th e F rench a nd Briti sh were hammering at th e Germa n lin es 
wit h li tt le appa rent res ult. 

The autum n of 1917 witnessed th e defeat of the Ita li a n 
a rmi es a nd t hei r ret reat t o t he Piave lin e. Alm ost s imul tan­
eo usly America n troops appeared on th e western front for th e 
fir st t i me, while t he French a nd B ri tis h a rmi es were holding 
positions of st rategic importan ce fr o lll t he Nor th Sea to Swit­
zer!:lnd . Du r in g th e wi nter of 1917-18 A merica n a id beca me 
more effect ive, and Russ ia drop ped out beca use of t he Bolsl1 e­
vik i co up.

Germany, at the beginning of 1918, a nnounced her purpose 
to end the war by an offensive in France. It was her last mighty 
effort, and for weeks the world wondered when the enemy hordes 
would be stopped, The turn in the fightin g came on July 18, 
when Marshal Foch la unched the Americans and French in an 
attack. Since that fateful day for Germany, the Allied ar mies 
on all fronts have met with continued success. 

Germany's ultimate defeat became more certain as the 
summer advanced. The first break in the ra nks of the cen tral 
powers came with the defection of Bulgaria late in Septem ber. 
Turkey signed an ar mist ice the last of October, a nd Austria­
Hungary tendered the white flag to Italy on Nove mber 4. When 
hostilities ceased on the eastetn fronts Germany attempted to 
bring about a negotiated peace, but how great was her failure 
is shown by the fact that her emissaries sought an armistice at 
Marshal Foch's headquarters. The last act of the great world 
tragedy is to fol!ow.
