liner Falaba on Sunday last, March 28, in St. George's Channel. The 
Faiaba is one of the largest of the Elder Dempster boats. She registered 
4806 tons, and on this occasion seemed to have h<lcd about 250 souls aboard, 
of which something like roo formed the crew. The sinking of the vessel is 
the fi rst of the kind reported, and the whole black business is not only 
remarkable for the magnitude of loss in innocent lives-it is feared that 
over roo were drowned or killed- but for the cold-blooded, scientific, and 
callous brutality of t he act.
