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AN UNFORGETTABLE EXPERIENCE

A strong, cold wind was blowing, on that kright, sunlit Sunday in October when a group of
volunteer drivers provided transportation fo' families privileged to visit their men at a large
military camp.

First to arrive with my guest family, which was soon happily visiting ‘Dad’, I wandered at will.
Unaccompanied, physically fit and in my micdle thirties, I felt conspicuous in my civies.

Asmng questlo'ls, chatting with the boys; seing many interesting things; I soon lost the ‘con-
spicuous’ feeling. Then I met one of the Palres, who invited me to a wedding he was shortly
to conduct at the little Y.M.C.A. Chapel.

Here, I acted as Best Man for a groom whom I had never seen before. Asked why none of his
friends attended the wedding, he said that tiey were all at the Sally Ann, (Salvation Army
Canteen), where they thought the wedding would take place. He'd been so nervous and excited,
it hadn’t occured to him to explain to the Padre—who, in his kindly, efficient way, would
quickly have remedied matters.

Accompanied by the other volunteer drivers who had since arrived, I was shown through
canteens, mess rooms, sleeping quarters and ober buildings. Everything was spotlessly clean.

Taken to an Officers’ Mess, we enjoyed sandwiches, cake and tea—and, despite our fruitless
attempts to buy our own, were treated by friendly Officers who insisted on ‘paying the shot’
out of their own pockets.

Then we listened to a band concert and watched the changing of the guard; a truly thrilling

sight.

This was the Lieutenant’s first attempt at Changing the Guard—which requires a certain
sequence of orders. In his nervousness, he gave a wrong command—but the men ‘rescued’ him
by remaining rigid. He immediately realized his mistake and gave the correct order. A won-
derful example of team work.

Amid the spectators, near where I stood, an Officer remarked to another, ‘“They’ll march past
here—and maybe trip over these stakes.”” Whereupon he and the others removed the stakes and
replaced them after the Guard had passed.

Here was a truly Democratic Army in training—here was ample reason for the open admiration
the men have for their Officers . . . and cause for the high regard evidenced by the Officers for
their men.

I recalled stories told me by friends who has visited Germany in the years before this War.

Stories of the arrogance of the military—of the swaggering superiority complex of men in

uniform. I contrasted this with my experience—with the courteous consideration I had re-
ceived. And I thanked God for Democracy—for the privilege of being a Canadian—and a
Britisher.

On the day following my return, I recited my experience to our President—who was an
Artillery Officer in the last war. From this conversation, resulted the plan which brought this
map to you—and enabled you to co-operate with our organization in providing recreational
games for the various units in the Canadian Active Service Force. Incidentally, the manu-
facturer from whom these games will be purchased, is co-operating by supplying the games
at an exceptionally low price.

The wholehearted support of the Authorities is evidenced by the action of the Officer in charge
of Auxiliary Services, Military District No. 2, whom I approached for the necessary permission.
The Colonel, in granting permission, volunteered a donation with the remark, ‘“The idea is
so sound, that I wish to participate in it—send one of the maps to my family as soon as you
get the plan in operation.”
